 East passes and South opens 1(. The "normal" tendency for West would be to double and then bid the diamond suit in order to show 15+ HCP.

West must be cognisant that South has opened, so together South and West have at least 30 HCP leaving at the most 10 HCP divided between North and East.

If West doubles, East is probably going to bid spades, which doesn't help West's subsequent bid, so why double?
West actually does have a better bid !With an 8-card suit I advocate bidding straight to game! This stops North showing their heart fit! 4( makes! With careful play West can use the 10( and 8( as entries in order to play South for both the A( and A(.  Down one for a top score!
