Hand of the Week Saturday Board 13 All vul Dealer North

Watching the pips
After three passes West opens 2(. North Passes and East bids a “negative” 2(. West shows her Club suit with 3(, and East bids 3NT.

South leads J(, won by Dummy’s Ace and the Q( is played from the table, covered by the King and Ace. The 10( is played to North’s Jack and back comes a small Diamond to South’s 10(. South cashes the K( (Dummy throwing Hearts) and leads the 5( to east’s Queen. Decision time – you have 3 spade tricks, 1 Heart trick, 3 guaranteed Club tricks, and 2 Diamond tricks – a total of 9 tricks.

You have not been taking notice of the Diamond pips.

Question: Is your 6( high? Or will the clubs break 3-3 for your tenth trick? The likelihood of clubs breaking 3-3 is 35%, the likelihood of clubs breaking 4-2 is 48% - hence it is unlikely that the 10th trick will come from Clubs - therefore play the 6( and hope it is high and it is!
