Michael’s Cue Bid
South opens 1(. West has a dilemma, should they overcall 1( or 1(?
In actual fact they should bid neither suit. They have a far better call: 2(!
Generally speaking, when the opponents open with a “short” 1(, overcalling 2( used to show a genuine 5-card club suit. Nowadays, bidding the opponent’s opening minor suit, shows 5 – 5 in the major suits. This is known as a Michael’s Cue Bid (named after Michael Michael of Miami Beach who popularised it many years ago).
It is possible to do a Michael’s Cue bid over a major suit opening – but that is another story.

If North bids 2( over the Michael’s Cue Bid – with only 2 HCP what does East do? With only 2 HCP they are likely to pass, and a game in spades is missed. On Saturday, nobody played the hand in spades!
