Hand of the Week Saturday Board 19 E-W vul Dealer South

Sacrificing!

After South pre-empts; West, with 15 HCP, should double hoping to find a Spade fit; or, at the worst, a 4-3 Heart fit. After West’s double East should jump directly to game with 9 HCP and 3 extra “fit” points. South should Pass, and North should bid 5C due to the favourable vulnerability, and the probable favourable lie of the King of Clubs.

5C, if doubled, is 3 off for a score of 500; whereas East should make 4 Spades provided they guess the Diamonds right. South’s best leas is a Heart, thereby forcing East to guess the whereabouts of the Ace and Queen of Diamonds (since South pre-empted the Ace is more likely to be with North). On the Ace of Clubs lead, east should end up with 10 or 11 tricks. Strangely, on Saturday, only 4 pairs played in 4 Spades (3 making) and 5 pairs were in 3 Spades. Only Paula Dams-Margaret Joshua found the profitable Club sacrifice.
