Trumping winners!
After two passes East opens 1(. With 8 HCP and both majors South doubles. West shows their diamonds and East leaps to 5(.

South cashes the A( and leads a second heart won by East with the 10(. How should East plan to make their contract?

There are 4 clubs missing and they are more likely to break 3 - 1 than 2 - 2. If the three clubs are in the South hand then there is little declarer can do about it unless North has either the K( or the Q(. If the three clubs are in the North hand then declarer needs to enter dummy twice to take the finesse. 

Therefore declarer should cash the K( and Q(, and then play to the A(, and should cash the A( (discarding the Q() and then take the club finesse. If the finesse loses declarer should win the return and should plan to re-enter dummy by ruffing the Q(! in order to take a second finesse.
If the first finesse works then declarer should cash the A(, and lose a trick to the club honour.
