Hand of the Week Saturday Board 2 N-S vul Dealer East
Play of the hand
East opens with 1(, and after two Passes North bids 1(. East bows out and South shows points and a good suit by bidding 2(. North shows their second suit with a bid of 2( and South jumps to 3( to show a reasonable hand, and there the auction ceases, although North really should continue on to 4( with the singleton spade.
Now to make 10 tricks.

East is in a dilemma with the lead, so might as well lead the Ace of Spades “to look at Dummy”.  Having now seen Dummy a second Spade seems the logical play. This is won by South, and North should discard a Diamond. The 10( is run to East’s Queen and a third Spade is played, trumped by North. Now comes the crucial play – a Club to the 10, then trumps should be drawn followed by a Club to Jack and then the A( (North discarding a second Diamond). Declarer should then play a Diamond from Dummy, and should play the King if West plays small. Why the King? – Because East to this point in time has shown 11 HCP and if they had had the A( they would have a balanced 15 HCP and would probably have opened 1NT. Since they didn’t, then the A( is most likely with West!
