Hand of the week: Saturday 31 Oct Board 25 E-W vul Dealer N
Playing to the max
On this board the bidding should be short and concise. North passes. With only 4 HCP should East open? Of course they should!

East has a nine card suit. I always advocate that unless you have an eight playing trick hand (in which case you would open a strong 2() when you have an eight-card suit (or longer) you should open at the game level (irrespective of your points).

You are either going to make the contract, or go down and if doubled most of the time you will be better off than letting the opponents bid game!

So in this case you should open 4(, despite having only 4 HCP!
The play is the thing! South will cash the A(, K(, and will play the Q( – which you ruff. Now a spade to the Ace and now you should play the K(. Suppose North smoothly plays the 8(. Now you should discard your losing 3(. You were going to lose a diamond anyway. If South has the A( you have lost three tricks, and your contract is safe, If North has the A( you have made an overtrick!
