Planning
After two passes South (with 20 HCP) has two options: opening either 1( or 2NT. The reason  behind opening  1( is that with two 4-card major suits, opening 1( makes it easier to find a major-suit fit. If North responds in one of a major then South can jump to game.
After North responds 2( South jumps to 3NT. West leads the 5( won by Dummy’s 10(. South stops to count: 3 spade tricks, one heart, three diamonds if the finesse works, and 2 club tricks if the finesse works = 9 tricks. For a top you need a tenth trick – where will it come from? The only “extra” trick is the Q( provided the K( is Kxx. 
So, cash A( and play a small heart. Win the return (taking the finesse) play a third heart and when the King drops 10 tricks are yours!
