On NOT drawing trumps
After three passes North opens 1(. East passes and South responds 1NT. Diagnosing the likelihood of a diamond fit, North jumps to 3(.
Technically, a change of suit is forcing (ie South should bid) and partner has jumped showing a reasonably strong hand, so what should South do?
Since South prefers diamonds over spades, and they really haven’t stoppers in hearts or clubs. They should probably bid 4( and North will raise to 5(.
On the other hand, even though South has 8 HCP, they cannot envisage 11 tricks in diamonds, and so passing 3( is probably OK.
East leads K( and when this wins they play Q(, then what? East should now lead a trump in order to stop North ruffing three rounds of spades. In actual fact it really doesn’t matter what East leads next because, provided North doesn’t draw trumps they can set up the 2( by cashing the two top spades, ruffing a spade, coming back to the A(, ruffing a second spade, now playing the K(, ruffing a heart, drawing trumps and the 2( is a winner!
