Hand of the Week Friday Board 2 N-S vul Dealer East
How did you and your partner “sort out” did did last week’s questions? There weren’t any “correct answers, as the “correct” answer depends on the agreement you make with partner over the meaning of the bids in question.

This week we have a similar situation. South opens 1( and West’s bids the “Unusual 2 NT” showing 5/5 in the minor suits. This is a take-out bid demanding that partner must make a choice between Clubs and Diamonds. North, holding 9 HCP then finds it difficult to bid. Would a double show the equivalent of a genuine 2NT response to partner’s opening bid? Would it show both minor suits stopped – and therefore is for penalties? Would it be a negative double showing 4 spades? What agreement, if any, do you have with partner when overcalling an Unusual 2NT bid? If North passes, this is one of the rare occasions that East, holding 5/4 in the majors and a preference for neither minor, should also pass.
