False-carding
It is a “routine” auction. South opens 1(, and when North raises to 2(, South bids 3( to enquire whether North has 6 HCP or 9 HCP. In actual fact North has 10 HCP and so raises South to game.

 West leads the A(, North plays small, East plays the eight, and South should play what?

If South plays the J( trying to create the illusion in West’s mind that East has the 10-8-5 West will wonder why East played the 8 from that combination and will probably play the K( to see what East is up to. Therefore playing the J( is “wrong”.
If South plays the 5(  West will probably play the K( to see if East has the “singleton” 8. Therefore playing the 5( is wrong. 
The only card that is likely to give West a problem is the 10(. This “false-card” gives the impression that East has played the 8 from 8-5.On seeing Dummy, and “knowing” that both Partner and Declarer have a Doubleton in Clubs, and not wishing to set up the Q( in Dummy for a subsequent discard, West switches to a small Diamond, and Declarer makes 10 tricks.
On Saturday, most Declarer’s ended up with 10 tricks. Was this due to them playing the 10(?
