Hand of the Week Saturday Board 11 Nil vul Dealer South
Thinking about the Defence
South opens 1( using the Rule of 20. West overcalls 2(, North raises hearts, and East (rather that bidding 3() bids 3NT to protect their K(. What do you lead as South?
Obviously, holding A Q J of hearts, and despite partner raising hearts, East must hold the king of hearts. Therefore a heart lead is out.
Therefore it is a decision between leading a diamond or a spade. In actual fact, it doesn’t matter which suit you lead as declarer should be able to take only 8 tricks before having to lose the lead, and the defence should take the remaining 5 tricks.
Suppose you lead a spade to partner’s Ace. Because you have lead a spade North should NOT return a spade as it should be obvious that South wants a heart lead through East’s king. North should lead their highest heart (the ten) otherwise, if they lead a low heart, East can play the eight and when South wins with the nine they are end-played and East will make their contract.
