Intelligent bidding

East has a number of options to open the bidding. With a 5-card Diamond suit 1( is the most logical option. However with 15 HCP and a balanced hand I consider that 1NT is a far better option because it protects the K( if the ultimate contract is No Trumps.

After Stayman (and interference from North) East-West settle for game in Hearts.

With 6 – 4 in Diamonds and Hearts there is the possibility of slam, however if West asks for Aces and East shows 2 Aces, West doesn’t know which two Aces East holds and there is the possibility of 2 Club losers

One way of establishing which Aces a Responder has is known as Roman Gerber. 4( is the normal Ace ask. A 4( response shows 0 or 3; 4( shows 1 or 4; 4( shows two Aces of the same colour or rank; and 4NT shows two odd Aces. Playing Roman Gerber West can establish that the Clubs are covered and can therefore confidently bid the slam.
