Breaking the fundamental rule of Bridge
After North opens 1(, both East and South Pass, and West overcalls 1(, which East raises to 2(, and there the bidding ends. I won’t comment on the bidding apart from saying that West “thought” he had five hearts!
North leads the A(, and on seeing the K( fall, and the singleton spade in dummy, now cashes the A(, and then leads a trump.

The rule “always draw trumps” has been a bridge mantra ever since beginner’s lessons – however, there are exceptions to this rule, and that is when you can cross-trump the hand. If you draw trumps and cash the A( and K( you will make six tricks and be down two,

If instead you first cash the A( and K(, and then cross-trump the spades and diamonds, you will end up with nine tricks!

Moral: when there are shortages in both hands consider cross-trumping rather than drawing trumps.
