The Play is the Thing

South, with 19 HCP opens 1 Club, and North should respond in No Trumps rather than showing the diamond suit because they are not interested in whether or not South has a 4 card major. South raises to game. On the lead of a Heart, North should take the Ace and cash the King, and then enter her hand with a Spade in order to take the working Club finesse.

Now Declarer has a problem – how to return to her hand in order to repeat the Club finesse. Obviously this has to be in Diamonds – so the 10 of Diamonds is led and run to East. 

Now East is in a quandary, should they win the Diamond trick – or duck to await developments. More experienced Defenders will duck (based on the principle of Aces are meant to take honours) and now Declarer (if they don’t cash a second Spade) will be held to 10 tricks. So how can Declarer ensure the second entry to her hand – simple, just overtake the 10 of Diamonds with the Jack, and it doesn’t matter whether or not East wins the trick for the second entry to dummy is ensured – as are 12 tricks! Only one Declarer (Philip Appelboom) made 12 tricks. He sat South and received------a diamond lead!
