West opens 1(, North Passes and East responds 1(.

With 12 HCP and 5-5 in spades and diamonds, South has a perfect Michael’s Cue Bid of 2(. At our table South Doubled.
West bid 2(, and East used the Law of Total Tricks to bid to the making 4(.
Had South used the Michael’s Cue Bid, the bidding would have gone 1(  -  1(  2(  3(  -  4(, with the same result.
On the other hand, had South Passed, the bidding probably would have subsided in 2( as East-West have only 22 HCP between the two hands, and this would have given North-South a top score. Isn’t Bridge cruel!
