Hand of the week: Saturday Board 10 All vul Dealer E

Conundrums
After two passes West faces a conundrum. With only 13 HCP technically they should open 1(, intending to bid 5( at their next bid in order to show their hand. If West does open 1(, North should double to show both majors, East will probably pass, and West should jump to 5(, thereby ending the auction. 

In my beginner lessons I have a similar hand: (- (8 (KQJ854 (AK8732 where I advocate using the Losing Trick Count to show that this hand has 10  “winners” and  is therefore worth a 2( opening bid. The illustrated hand has 9 “winners” and is therefore also worth opening 2(. Now North should jump to 4(, and after two passes, West again faces a conundrum – how to show the two minor suits. Generally speaking, if North had opened 4(, and West had the same hand they would have bid 4NT (unusual), and East would have bid 5( , and there the bidding would have ended. Therefore, 4NT in this sequence is also the Unusual No Trump. Does your bidding system have this agreement?
