Coup en passant
West passes and North opens with 1(. East passes and South bids 2(. Depending on what system you play this shows either a 4 card heart suit or a 5 card heart suit. If a 4 card heart suit the bidding should proceed as outlined and 7NT should be the final contract.

If playing a 5 card heart suit, the bidding should proceed along similar lines and 7NT should be the final bid, but let us suppose that you ended up in 6(.
The Q( is led, you win in Dummy and play the J(. East covers, you win and return to Dummy with a club and lead a second heart. East covers, you win and return to Dummy with a spade and lead a third heart. East covers and you end up with 4( and 2( whilst East has the 5( and 3(. Can you still make your contract? The answer is “yes” provided you return to Dummy in the correct suit – which is it clubs or spades? When you played the first spade West played the 9(. If this is West’s lowest spade then East must have more spades than clubs, so you cash the K( and return to Dummy with a spade and play the two top spades (discarding clubs). On the 5th spade if East ruffs with the 5( you discard another club. If East ruffs low you over-ruff, if East discards a diamond you discard your Q(, now you play the A( and make your contract via the coup en passant.
