Hand of the Week Monday Board 4 All vul Dealer West
The value of the Unusual Two No Trump
On this hand West opens 1( and North has the perfect opportunity to call 2NT, showing 5/5 in the minor suits. With 3 card heart support and a singleton A(, East bids to game. South, with a balanced hand, decides to pass, as does West. 
 North evaluates the 2NT hand again and considers a second bid.  With one loser in each of the major suits, surely partner can help minimise losers in the club suit, giving an estimated total loss of four tricks which even if doubled is a better score for their side. So North competes again with 5(.  East passes and South converts to 5(. Opponents Double this contract on principle, knowing they have been outmanoeuvred. A plus score of 500 to East-West; while most pairs were allowed to play in 4(, making either 620 or 650.
Bidding tactics are certainly one of the more interesting aspects of competitive bridge.
