Hand of the Week Tuesday Board 23 All vul Dealer South
When you are presented with the contract - STOP - THINK, - then grab the opportunity with both hands!
South opens with 1(. North responds 1(, and over South’s 1NT, North jumps to 3( which South raises to game. Small Diamond lead – Queen from East – what should South do? South should STOP, THINK ABOUT THE LEAD, and PLAY ACCORDINGLY. In actual fact South won the opening lead with the A(, drew a round of trumps, ducked a Spade to East, who promptly returned a Diamond to West’s King, and a Club through Dummy’s King ensured the contract went one down.

How should South have played the hand? South should count winners and losers – 10 winners once the Spades are set up – 4 losers if West gets on lead and can lead through Dummy’s K(.

To stop West getting on lead Declarer should endeavour to cut the communications between East and West by ducking the Diamond lead! South wins the Diamond return and plays as above. Now, when East wins the Spade trick there is no longer an entry to West’s hand for the damaging Club lead. If East doesn’t immediately cash the A( Declarer will discard the two losing Clubs on the established Spades and end up with an overtrick!
