Hand of the Week Tuesday Board 17 Nil vul Dealer North
Reading the cards right
This very difficult hand arose Tuesday night. North opened 1( and South showed their Hearts. North rebid 1 No Trump and South raised to game. Personally speaking, I consider that with the void, South should have bid 3( over North’s 1 No Trump, showing a 5 card heart suit and thereby leaving North with the decision as to whether to pass the 3(, bid 4 hearts with a 3 card fit or to bid on to 3 No Trump.

In the best contract - 3 No Trumps – the play is the thing. On the logical small spade lead declarer takes the 2nd round by covering East’s 10 with the Ace and immediately plays the KQ of hearts which reveals the bad Heart split. Declarer should then lose the Jack of spades to the King, in order to promote the 9 in South’s hand. Declarer can see only seven certain tricks, 2 in spades, three in hearts and the AK of clubs.  An extra two tricks are therefore needed from the club suit to make the contract.  Based on the theory that with a two-way finesse you should play for the Queen to sit over the Jack, Declarer then plays the Jack of Clubs, and when East covers it is back to the Club Ace, revealing the bad but fortuitous break with East’s 97 sitting under the 108. On Tuesday lots of Declarers tried 3 No Trumps – only one made the contract!
