Hand of the week: Saturday 04 Apr Board 045 N-S vul Dealer N
Correct play technique
As East you have 13 HCP, 5 spades and 5 hearts. Do you open the “better” suit (hearts) or the “higher” suit (spades). If you open the “better” suit you will have no problem making your contract if partner raises to game.
Convention has it that you open your higher 5-card major, and partner raises to game.
South cashes the A( and K(, then exits with a heart which you win in Dummy. Crunch time – how do you play the trump suit?
Missing the K and 10 and 9 there is no sense in finessing the Q( as if it is covered or if it loses to the K( you require the 10( and 9( to be a doubleton in order to make your contract (a very unlikely scenario). Cashing the A( and playing small to the QJ( only works if the trumps split 3-2. What if the trumps are 4-1?
If the 4 trumps are with North you cannot make your contract – so ignore this scenario. If the 4 trumps are with South you have to play twice towards the QJ( in order to make your contract. Therefore overtake Dummy’s winning heart and lead small towards the QJ(. If Dummy wins, return to hand via the Q( and repeat the procedure. Contract made!
