Hand of the week: Saturday 04 July Board 07 All vul Dealer S
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On making your contract
There will be a small prize for the first person to tell me the similarity between this hand and last week’s hand!
South passes and West opens 1(, North passes and East responds 1NT. West jumps to 3( in order to show their 19 HCP; and when East shows their diamond suit (in preference to confirming the club fit) West bids 3NT and there the bidding ends.
South leads a small heart and dummy’s 10( is won by North, who returns a small diamond. Crunch time, do you win the diamond or duck one round?
If hearts break 4 - 4 you have no problems, but what if they break 5 – 3? You obviously need the Q( to be doubleton, and the 7 missing diamonds are likely to split 4 – 3, giving you only 2 diamond tricks, therefore the two extra tricks must come from the spades, with specifically South holding the A(. So win the diamond and lead a small spade towards the KQ(. If South ducks (recommended) cash 4 rounds of clubs, the A( and lead a second spade. Contract made!
