West Passes and North is the first put to test. With 10 HCP and a six-card Heart suit should they open 1(, 2( or Pass? There is a body of opinion that states that one should not open a Weak 2 with a void. I do not agree with that opinion. So, an opening 2( it is!

Personally, I consider North’s hand is too strong to open with a Weak 2 (because of the void) and would have preferred North to have open 1(. Yet, if North opens 1( it is very very difficult for North-South to get to the right Slam.

After East Passes what should South do? Over the weak 2( there is obviously a fit in Hearts. But with AKQJxx in Spades wouldn’t Spades be a better trump suit?

So, wield out Gerber to check for Aces and Kings and then bid Slam in ?? If you trust Partner’s opening it will be in Hearts!

If North Passes originally, I find it very difficult to imagine how North-South would get to the Heart Slam. Perhaps 6 NT bid by South would have given you the top score!
