Bidding dilemmas
West has only 17 HCP. Enough to open 1(, but is West strong enough to open 2(? Looking at West’s hand there are 5 heart tricks and probably 4 club tricks, therefore opening 2( is the right decision. North passes, East bids 2(, South passes (waiting) and West bids 2(. This is followed by two passes and now it is up to South to choose a bid. Despite having 7 diamonds, I consider that South should show their 4 card spade suit by doubling. This will allow North to bid 3(, and there the bidding should probably end!
However, with 5 hearts and 5 clubs West will probably now bid 3(, allowing North to bid 3(. With 4 spades, it is obvious to East that West has few spades, and therefore a raise to (the making) 4( seems warranted.
Some South’s eschewed the possibility of a spade fit and instead of doubling, jumped to 5(. West bid 5( in pique. Now partner “knows” to lead the K(. South should overtake (in case it is a singleton) and should continue with high diamonds, thereby allowing North to trump the third round for one down!
