Hand of the Week Wednesday Board 9 E-W vul Dealer North

If you need a certain break, then play as if it occurs!

It is not often that Slams are bid at the club – let alone Grand Slams, and it is even rarer when the Grand Slam is bid during Supervised Duplicate. This hand was brought to my notice on Wednesday night by a couple of the East-West participants wanting to know how North made 13 tricks when there appears to be an inescapable Club loser.

On looking at the North-South hands only, I said that if you could set up the Diamonds, then the Club could be discarded on the winning Diamond. To set up the Diamonds you need three entries to Dummy, the Ace of Diamonds is one, the Ace of Spades is a second, and provided the Jack of Hearts is a singleton, the 8 of Hearts will be the third.

So, win the Club lead with the Ace, Diamond to Dummy, ruff a Diamond, lay down the Ace of Hearts and pray. Bingo! The Jack drops. I don’t know if the bidding/play shown is how John Moran-Anne Lyon bid to (and played) the Grand Slam – but bid it they did – and make it they did! Our congratulations.
