Hand of the Week Tuesday Board 16 E-W vul Dealer West

Sometimes it pays to not draw trumps


West opens a weak 2(, and East raises to game. North is on lead and leads...??

If West tries to draw trumps there are 2( tricks, 1( trick, 3( tricks (drawing trumps): a ( or ( ruff in Dummy, and 3 additional Spade tricks  = 10 tricks.

If North leads a Diamond, there are two Diamond losers and either a Heart loser or a third Diamond loser = 10 tricks.

If North leads a Heart, Declarer will win with the Ace; and then play the K( and 8(throwing both Diamonds from Dummy; then cross ruff the hand for 11 tricks.

If North leads a Club - Dummy should win, and Declarer should play a Hearts as above for 11 tricks.

So what is North’s best lead? A trump, then when in with a Heart another trump – thereby holding Declarer to 10 tricks! A brave move indeed holding the King of trumps.
