The Power of the Big Pre-empt.

With favourable vulnerability, after East passes, South should bid 4S, much more difficult to bid over than 3S.

If partner has the points, great, but if the opponents do, you will hopefully upset their vulnerable game plans.

West with a big hand should double, hoping for a heart fit. North passes. East is somewhat stuck for a bid, but settles on 5C.

West then bids their diamond suit and there the contract languishes.

If left to their own devices, without the 4S opening, East-West may find the 6D contract. Three pairs were left in their spade contract, for a great score of –100. Other pairs found the game contract, but no-one bid the 6D slam.
