Weak jump overcalls
West opens 1(. North overcalls 1(. East has only 4 HCP - should they bid, and if so what should they bid?
In normal circumstances, a bid at the two level should show at least 10 HCP - which is 6 HCP more than East holds! Therefore even competitively, East cannot bid 2(.

East should consider bidding 3( - a weak jump response showing a six (plus) card suit and 0 - 5 HCP.
This bid is pre-emptive and requires partner to pass.
Over 3( there is nothing that either South or North can do - which is just as well as in this case 3( is the highest making contract! Weak jump responses should be part of your bidding repertoire?
