Hand of the Week Saturday Board 4 All vul Dealer West
Correct card play technique
With 20 HCP (and a long Diamond suit) West decides to open 2(. With NO 5-card major AND an Ace + a King East shows a balanced hand by bidding 2NT.
On the strength of the long Diamond suit West jumps to 6NT, and South leads the Q( which Declarer wins in hand with the K(. The lead of the Queen usually signifies that the person on lead holds both the Queen and the Jack, therefore finessing the 10(should give Declarer 3 Heart tricks, 2 Spade tricks, 2 Club tricks; and if played properly the Diamond suit should give Declarer at least 5 tricks for a total of 12 tricks.
What can go wrong? Look at the Diamonds – AQ9 opposite Jx. Many inexperienced declarers would play the J(, and when it is covered by the K( Declarer wins the A( and the Q( and has to lose two tricks to the 10 and 8 Diamonds. How should Declarer play the Diamonds? Since Declarer is missing the 10(the correct card play technique is to lead small to the Queen intending to take the finesse. In this case, when the King pops up Declarer wins with the A(, plays a small Diamond to the Jack, returns to Dummy finessing the 10(, and plays Queen and another Diamond – 12 tricks  and the impossible contract comes home!
