Hand of the week: Monday Board 36 All vul Dealer W
If you are going to pre-empt do so to the maximum
This monster came up on Monday. West deals themselves an 8-card suit with only 5 HCP (and a void!). What should they open?
There are several adages covering this hand:
1 You need at least 6 HCP to opne

2. Never pre-empt in front of your partner
3. Never pre-empt with a void.

One of the adages I try to instil in my beginner’s classes is that with an 8-card suit you should open at the “game” level – which here means West opens 5( .
The reason behind opening so high is that you have “pre-empter the opponents from finding their fit. With only 5 HCP (and if partner has nothing) the opponents could have enough for slam, and therefore bidding 5( disrupts their communications! 5( goes I down. 5( 4( 4( all make. 
Open anything less than 5( and North-South can find their fit. Only 5( shuts them out!
