Hand of the Week Saturday Board  2 N-S vul Dealer East

When you have nothing to say, say nothing

When East opens 1(, South cannot double as they do not hold 4/4 in both major suits, so therefore Passes. West holding 5 spades but only 5 HCP should also Pass.  West  Passes. Now the spotlight falls on North who despite holding 13 HCP  has no legitimate bid to make on the hand.

East therefore wins the contract.

With luck, East can make 1(for a score of 70 to EW. Should North re-open with a Double (intending to Pass whatever South bids), South will bid 1(, and then West will probably overcall 1(, for a score of 110 to EW. 

On Saturday, contracts ranged from 2( to 4( (not a success).  Hence the advice – if you have nothing to say – say nothing!
