Hand of the week: Saturday 05 Sep Board 23 All vul Dealer S
Hand evaluation
With a 7-card spade suit and 13 HCP what should South open?

The normal opening bid would be 1(, and the bidding would continue 1( - 2(, pass pass pass,
Consider the diamond suit. Having the Ace, King, and queen of a suit makes it a very powerful suit and should lead you to considering whether or not to open 2(!
How can you open 2( with only 13 HCP I can hear you say – consider whether or not the hand is worth 8 playing tricks.
You have 7 spades, missing the KQ, 7 – 2 = 5 playing tricks, plus three for the AKQ( = an 8 playing trick hand, therefore worthy of a 2( opening. Game reached!
Hint, when you have a long suit and an A K Q combination, consider whether or not the hand could have 8 playing tricks!
