Hand of the week: Saturday Board 20 All vul Dealer West.
Bidding Slams
I have found that one of the stranger things about bridge at MCBC is the unwillingness to bid Slams. Many times when I enter the results into the computer there is a list of 680’s, and not one 1440.This hand from Saturday is one such example.

I am firmly of the belief that holding 20 HCP and a balanced hand, you should always open at the 1 level.  Partner needs to hold 6 HCP for game to make and if they hold this, they will always answer and then you can confidently bid to game in 3NT.  Of course, on this hand, East with 15 HCP and no 4 card major should immediately bid 3NT.  West, holding all the Aces, adds a minimum of 13 pts to their holding of 20 and bids 6NT. The spade finesse should be taken while all other suits are stopped, and 12 tricks are a piece of cake.
