The Unusual No Trump strikes again
After two passes, South opens 1(. Although West has only 9 HCP, they do have all their points (and most of their cards) in the minor suits, hence West can use the Unusual No Trump to show 5 – 5 in the minor suits.
Despite having only 9 HCP, North decides to jump to game in order to put pressure on East.

East can see that their A( and KQ( are magical cards and, knowing that West has 10 cards in clubs and diamonds, East can easily bid 5(.
Interestingly, 4( should make if you ruff a couple of diamonds before drawing trumps, whilst 5( is two down; which, even if doubled results in a score of 300 instead of 650.
