Hand of the Week Saturday Board 2 NS vul Dealer East

Partnership co-operation/understanding

You are sitting North, and against 4 Spades partner leads the King of Hearts. How are you going to defeat this contract? If you think about the bidding, South has 4 Hearts from her double, you have 6, with 2 in Dummy, Declarer has (at the most) one Heart, so how do you get South to switch to a Diamond?

Why bother expecting South to switch to a Diamond, (since they are obviously going to play a second Heart when they can see two in dummy) – when YOU can do it yourself by overtaking the King of Hearts and returning a Diamond. Now, when in with your Ace of Spades, you can play a Club to (hopefully) Partner’s Ace – and Partner will return a Diamond for you to ruff!

Did you get the Defence right by thinking about the Heart distribution and overtake the King of Hearts and switch to a Diamond? Would your partner get the defence right by thinking about why you overtook the King of Hearts and played a Diamond,  or would they

a) Attempt to cash the Queen of Heart, or

b) “Return” your Club lead?

On Saturday nobody got the defence right, and all Declarers made 10 tricks in Spades.
