Hand of the Week Saturday Board 13 All vul Dealer North

Counting
North opens 1(. East overcalls 1 ( and West raises to 2(, where the bidding ends. South leads Q(, won in Dummy with the Ace. How should Declarer proceed?

One of the most important things in Bridge is Counting. Firstly we count to see if we have 13 cards. Then we count to see if we have enough points to open. Then, if we are declarer we count trumps. What else should we count? Opener’s points! North opened, so must have at least 12 points. Based on South’s lead, North probably holds KJ(, KJ(, and A(. 

Therefore finesse the Q(, cash A(, and trump the third spade, draw two rounds of trumps, then play a small club towards the K – 10 tricks and a top! On Saturday only one Declarer made 10 tricks.
