Hand of the Week Saturday Board 5 NS vul Dealer North

You hold North’s hand. Partner opens 1 No Trump, do you use Stayman to find out if you have a major-suit fit with your 7 points? The problem with using Stayman is that if Opener has 4 Hearts what are you going to bid over Opener’s 2 Heart response? If you respond with 2 No Trumps then Opener, with 17 HCP will bid 3 No Trumps – and you really don’t have enough points between the two hands for 3 No Trumps.
So you Pass, and West leads the King of Diamonds. Declarer plays small in dummy and ducks, thereby hopefully fooling West into switching suit in case Declarer has ducked holding Ace Jack of Diamonds. West switches to a heart and Declarer wins with the King and cashes the Queen. Declarer should not overtake the Queen in order to take the Spade finesse in case the finesse fails, but should play the Ace of Spades followed by a small Spade. Then, when East wins the King of Spades declarer has 3 Heart tricks, the Ace of Diamonds, and 3 Spade tricks for his contract. On the day, not many declarers made 1 No Trump. If West continues Diamonds then Plan B; win and play on Clubs for 3 Club tricks, 1 Diamond 2 Hearts and 1 Spade.
