A Catch 22 situation
North opens 1(, East competes with 1(. South supports with 2(, and West (with their singleton Heart) competes with 2(.

North raises to 3(, and East (not wishing to push them to a possibly makeable 4() passes.

However, when South bids 4(, and West and North both Pass, East should reconsider the situation – the vulnerable game to North-South now seems more likely – so that even two down Doubled looks like a good score so East should compete with 4(.

With two losing spades South cannot bid again, but North possibly can; however a making 5( looks unlikely as with good defence you should always have 1 Spade, 1 Diamond, and 1 Club loser; and a Double of 4( looks too risky, so North is in a Catch 22 situation – and has to smile politely while East-West smugly congratulate themselves on their good bidding!
