Hand of the week: Saturday 07 Mar Board 29 All vul Dealer N
When not to open a weak 2
North deals. Although North has 10 HCP and a 6-card suit, the suit really isn’t good enough to pre-empt with 3( as the QJ( and Q3( should be considered as 2 shortage points rather than 5 HCP – so North passes.
East has the potential to open a weak 2(, but in reality the hand is likely to take only 4 tricks, and since everyone is vulnerable, 4 down vulnerable (especially if doubled) is a risk that should be avoided – so East passes.
With 18 HCP the “best” opening bid by South is 1NT. Now North can fully count their 10 HCP and should raise to game – 3NT.

West will probably lead a small spade which should be won in Dummy. The Q( should be played, and if East doesn’t cover, another club should be played to the 10( and the A( cashed. Now Declarer has to get to Dummy – playing to the Q( or K(? It really doesn’t matter which declarer chooses (provided both missing Aces are not in the East hand – most unlikely as that would have given East 11 HCP with a six-card spade suit – and since East didn’t open the Aces are most likely to be in opposite hands). 11 tricks made!
