Hand of the Week Saturday Board 6 E-W vul Dealer East
Hand evaluation – a note of caution
East opens 1(. West, with 10 HCP, would normally bid 3(, but is West’s hand really worth a 3( bid?
When evaluating a hand I would like to suggest that you consider the relative importance of each honour card. 
In West’s hand the K( and AQ( are “working cards” (ie likely to be a trick) whereas the J( is more of a “lazy card” in that it is highly unlikely to be a trick. Therefore, West should ignore the “lazy card” and should downgrade the hand to being worth only 9 HCP and respond 2(.

Play of the hand is interesting. On a Club lead North should win and immediately play the 4(. South should win and play two more rounds of trumps thereby keeping E-W to 8 tricks.
If North doesn’t return a Heart, Declarer should play three rounds of Diamonds and then  ruff a Spade for an overtrick.
