Hand of the Week Saturday Board 16 E-W vul Dealer West


The importance of earnestly bidding your hand correctly.

East passes and South opens 1(.  After North responds 1( South rebids 1NT.
With 5-4 distribution in Spades and Hearts, and not an abundance of trick taking potential for a NT contract, North should rebid 2(. This shows 5 spades and a minimum of 4 Hearts and enables South to show their preference without bidding past the 2 level.  

This hand gains more tricks if played on a cross trump line, rather than the usual play of drawing trumps.  Nine tricks can be made for a plus score of 140.

On Saturday most North players left their partner in 1NT, making only 90.
