On reading partner’s lead
With a six-card suit and only 10 HCP South opens 1(. West, with two four-card suits and 13 HCP decides to double, North raises spades and East’s 4( finishes the bidding.
South leads the J(. Declarer foolishly covers with the K( and North takes the trick with the A(. What should North do next?
There are two questions North should be considering: “Is the J( a singleton lead?” and “With a known spade fit why did partner not lead a spade? The answer to the second question is staring North in the face. Having the K( in hand, South must have the AQ( and be afraid that if they led a spade they might be setting up the K( in Declarer’s hand. Therefore the correct thing to do is to cash the K( first before trying to decide whether or not partner has that singleton J(. Partner’s response to the K( will help you to decide what to do next. (In actual fact partner should overtake the K( and continue with the Q( and the J(.) The contract should go one down as Declarer is unlikely to pick the Q( being with South.
