Hand of the week: Saturday Board 01 nil vul Dealer N
Correct bidding technique 
North, holding 5 clubs and 4 diamonds and17 HCP is able to make a reverse bid by opening 1( and rebidding diamonds to show both HCP and distribution. If South bids 1( in response, West has the perfect opportunity to X and rebid hearts at game or at a higher competitive  level. If, however, South bids a 1NT, West is unable to X and is forced to just overcall 2(.  North rebids 3( and South knowing their partner has reversed, bids directly to 5(cutting West out of the picture. 
All West can do is double, hoping they can make their AK( + A(. If South bids 1( instead of 1NT, West has the opportunity to show their extra strong hand by doubling, and then reverse bidding (hearts first and then spades) and when E/W bid 5(, if East bids to a making 5( (yes I know they have a Yarborough), a top matchpoint result is achieved. Moral” always bid to your NT level, instead of bidding a minor suit when holding 5 in the minor.  This makes life much more difficult for opponents. By all means bid a minor in response holding a 6 card suit.
