Fortune favours the brave

After two Passes, West opens 1(. North’s overcall of 1( is not something we would advocate on such a poor suit with so few points – but just look at the end result. 
East shows their Spade stop with a bid of 1NT, and West leaps to game.

Exhibiting fine judgement South sacrifices in 4( - for an excellent result, as 4( is only one (two) off whereas 3NT makes! Even if Doubled, at such favourable vulnerability, North-South are scheduled for an excellent score.

Careful play is required by the Defenders to obtain the maximum retribution. The best lead from East is a small trump, but holding Kxx such a lead is unlikely – therefore East will lead the Q( and the spotlight turns to West. West should OVERTAKE the Q( and should play a small Spade; then, when back on lead with one of the other Aces, West should lead a second Spade to East’s King thereby holding North to 8 tricks.
