Hand of the Week Saturday Board 19 E-W vul Dealer South
Where are the tricks coming from?
After three Passes East decides to open 1( despite having 20 HCP. South Passes and when West bids 1( East jumps to 3NT.

Of course, had East opened 2NT then West would have showed their 5-card Heart suit and East-West would have ended up in 4( (making 11 tricks). However, when you miss-describe your hand and end up in 3NT, making your contract is the most important consideration.
South leads a small Spade to North’s Ace, wins the Spade return and plays a third Spade to East’s King. Should East cross to the K( and finesse the Q(? On this count there are 1 Spade, 2 Hearts, 2 Diamonds and 3 (possibly 4) Club tricks for a count of 8 tricks (or possibly 9 if the Clubs break favourably).However, if South holds the K( the contract will be one down as South has two tricks to cash. 

On the other hand, East could cash the AK( and hope that the Q( was with North and would therefore make 1 Spade, 4 Heart, 1 Diamond and 3 Club tricks for her contract. Which option would you choose? On Saturday only one Declarer in 3NT made the right choice.
