Hand of the Week Wednesday Board 07 All vul Dealer South


The Play is the Thing

South opens 1 Club, and over West’s bid of 1 Diamond, North elects to show his Spade suit. East raises West’s Diamonds, and South bids 2 Spades, which closes the auction. East leads the Queen of Diamonds.

Declarer can see three Heart losers, one Diamond loser, and potentially two Spade losers. Declarer’s aim should be to avoid losing two Spade tricks – how?

Experts say that with five trumps against you, you should take the finesse; but with four trumps outstanding you should always play for the drop.

Therefore, on this hand you should play a small spade to the Ace, which fells the King thereby leaving the opposition with only one trump trick! Unfortunately, on the day it appears that all Declarers took the Spade finesse and made only 7 tricks.)
