Causing declarer pain
As declarer, as soon as you see Dummy you should count your definite tricks (in this case 2 spades, 1 heart, 3 diamonds, and 2 clubs - which totals 8) and then work out where your extra tricks could come from - you could get your extra trick from diamonds if the K( is onside, but what if it isn't?
Provided the heart honours split, your extra trick will come from the hearts.
If you received either a diamond lead or a heart lead you are on the way to making your contract. But what if you received a spade lead?. You win and try the diamond finesse and when this loses back comes a second spade and now when you play on the hearts West wins with either the Jack or the king and cashes four more spade tricks for two down!
Therefore finessing the diamond first is wrong! - you have to play on hearts and when you do West's entry to the spades is eliminated and provided East has only a doubleton spade your contract is assured. 

As a defender did you lead the "obvious" heart, or did you try to make declarer's job more difficult by leading through dummy's strength? (You know that N-S don't have a spade fit therefore because you are short in that suit partner must have length in the suit!)
