Hand of the week: Saturday Board 10 All vul Dealer E
Combining chances
With a balanced hand and 17 HCP South opens 1NT. North uses Stayman to find whether or not they have a Heart fit, and when South shows 4 hearts North uses Gerber to ask for aces and when South shows two North jumps to slam.
A spade is lead. East plays the Q( and South wins with the A(. Looking at Dummy, there is a spade loser and potentially a heart loser. How should South play to make their contract?
If the K( is on-side there is no problem, but what if the K( is offside? The contract will be down! Is there any way to dispose of the second spade in Dummy? Yes, if the diamond finesse works!
So, cross to Dummy with a club, play a diamond to the Jack, and when this wins cash the A( and K(and discard the 6( from Dummy. Now you can take the heart finesse with impunity and your contract is safe.
