Hand of the Week Saturday Board 24 Nil vul Dealer West
This hand raised a great deal of interest when played on Saturday.

Firstly, what should West open: 1S, 2C, or 4S?

Secondly, with 17 points, North should double if West opens 1S, but what should North do if West opens 2C or 4S – especially as they don’t hold 4 hearts?

From the scores on the scoresheet, I would assume that many Wests opened 1S, North doubled, South bid 2C, West bid 2S, and that was the end of the auction.

Some Wests obviously jumped on the second round. One West jumped to 4S; was doubled, and made 10 tricks, for a score of 590. Another West was doubled in THREE spades, made 10 tricks, and with the overtrick, obtained a top score of 630. Terry Morrison and Maria DellaBrunna had enough faith in each other’s bidding to be the only pair to reach 5C – they were also the only pair to have a score on their side of the sheet!

The answer to last week’s conundrum – yes, I WAS old-fashioned. I had forgotten the principles espoused in Larry Cohen’s book: “To Bid, or not to Bid” ie to raise partner to the level of your trump fit. I had 4 trumps, partner had 5, therefore I should have raised to the three level, and partner would have done the rest. We have copies of Larry’s book for sale if anyone is interested.
